Students and staff from the Engineering Technical 
Department at Georgian College were also on hand 
for the presentation.  A scale model of the 
clubhouse was created in order to give the public a 
better idea of what the clubhouse will look like. 
Gilda's Club architect, Michael McKnight made 
contact with Professor Ann Pepper from the 
Engineering Technology Department at Georgian 

College, to create the model for Gildaõs Club.  
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When I was 12 years old, my mother died of ovarian cancer.  She was only 46 years 
old. After the funeral, life went on for my father, sister (then aged 13) and I, he went 
back to work and my sister and I to school.   We didnõt really discuss cancer or how it 
had devastated our family. Cancer wasnõt talked about, period.  Then two years ago 
my father died of prostate cancer.  The dreaded ôCõ word had once more charged 
uninvited into my life.  Now a mother myself, with others to care for, I again suffered 
feelings of loneliness and of being ôthe victimõ of this horrible disease.  I wanted 
answers ðI wanted to turn these feelings of loss and anger into something positive.  
   

I read about Gildaõs Club through one of the local newspapers and didnõt know much 
about it so I did some research about Gilda Radner and her ôclubõ.  As I learned more 
about her difficult battle and the original idea for Gildaõs Club I began to think about 
how strange it was to have a clubhouse for Cancer.   What did this exactly mean?    
For almost 2 years now I have been actively involved with Gildaõs Club and I am 
proud to say that I am a part of a community of people who strongly believe in 
Gildaõsõ Club. Imagine a place where CANCER is not something to be afraid of but, 
instead, òCancer is what you make of it!ó   Gilda Radner believed that even though 
you are being treated for cancer, life still goes on.   You can still have life, and not 
only life, but a quality of life.ó Through my volunteer work with Gildaõs Club Iõve 
found ôthe missing linkõ. I am helping other people deal with cancer by living life in 
the now.
